Default Settings for Airtronics MX3 Radio system installed into GENESIS Truck.

The default D/R Setting for ST is 125%
EPA ST (Steering) R – 120% (R stands for RIGHT)

EPA ST (Steering) L – 120% (L stands for LEFT)

EPA TH (Throttle) H (high or wide open throttle) – Between 85% and 100%. Basically you want the throttle to open all the way, but not put un needed stress on the servo or the carburetor. This setting will vary. Default on the radio is 100%.

EPA TH (Throttle) L (low or when you press forward for breaks) – Between 85% and 100%. Basically you want the breaks to push the carb close and engage the breaks, but not put un needed stress on the servo or the carburetor. This setting will vary. Default on the radio is 100%.

EPA AUX (Auxiliary) L – 100 % - This is the setting for the reverse servo. You may need to adjust this up to make sure the forward/reverse gear is fully engaged.

EPA AUX (Auxiliary) H – 150% - Again this setting will vary. Our tech says to set this at 150% and go for it!

ARC – Leave at default (or zero 0) for both TH and ST.

Model – 1 thru 5. If you wish to run multiple vehicles you can program 5 different radio settings with this radio.

SUB-T – This is the sub trim for the steering and throttle. Use this for fine adjustment on your throttle or steering trim.
REV  ST – NOR (this setting can change the throw of the servo.)

REV TH – REV (this setting can change the throw of the servo.)

REV AUX – NOR (this setting can change the throw of the servo).

On the top of your radio you will see a button that says +ST-DR-. This is the same as the very first adjustment in the digital area marked “D/R”. If your servo needs more/less throw in both the left and right direction use this to increase/decrease the overall DUAL RATE.

You will also see a button that says TH-TRIM. When you move this button, on the left side of the digital display you will see a small TH and H. Then you will see a small L and some lines. This moves the trim position to Hi or Low. Keep this in the middle and adjust your trim accordingly.

The same goes with the button that is right above the steering wheel. This is your ST-TRIM button. At the lower part of your display you will see a small ST an L and an R. Set this in the middle to begin and adjust accordingly.
